Cuauhtli: eagle
Chan: house or nest.

Places to visit:

Franciscan ex convent of San Juan Bautista: (XVI century architecture). In the top of the fountain of 
the patio you will �nd an eagle made in stone by the natives. �e interior of the convent is made of one 
nave and there is an inscription that reads: "�e frescos in this Church were covered with whitewash in 
1817.”

�e remains of a mastodon were found nearby.

Baptismal Font: made in gray stone, it has a 1.30 mts. diameter.

�e main altarpiece: one of the main attractions of the place, it is a XVI century piece, painted by Juan 
de Arrúe. It is considered to be the oldest complete altarpiece in México, and therefore in all of the 
american continent.

"El algibe": restored, it has pitchers built in the walls of the place, giving the idea of a �sh farm.

Religious festivities:  "Divino Redentor" festivities from January 1st to January the 3rd. Patron Saint 
festivities are in June the 24th.
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
