Acatzingo de Hidalgo
Acatl.- Reed or Reedbed
Tzintle. - Expression for “little”
Co.- In Acatzingo: Little reeds, or “where little reeds are”.

Places to visit:

Franciscan Convent: built in 1528, before the foundation of Puebla. You shouldn´t miss the Baptismal 
fountain made out of gray stone.

�e main Church dedicated to San Juan Evangelista: at the entrance you will �nd a fountain maid for 
the “Virgen de los Dolores”. �e fountain was rebuilt in 1591, and in 1922 was moved to the entrance 
of the Church. 

Sanctuary of “Virgen de los Dolores”, built in 1764: it has beautiful tiles and a marbel pulpit.
�e main altarpiece as well as the once on the side, are “pure churrigueresco” style. It has four paintings 
of Miguel Jerónimo de Zendejas.

�e main festivity is in honor of the "Virgen de Dolores" on September the 5th.

“La Soledad” Church (situated on the right hand of the main Church): here is where the best paintings 
of Miguel Jerónimo de Zendejas are found, featuring in one of them his portrait.

Acatzingo de Hidalgo is also famous for having a lot of workshops. Famous cookies made out of “pepita 
de calabaza” are always available. �ese cookies are decorated by hand with diferent occasions and they 
are both a delicious dessert and unique cra�work.

Legend: it is said that the Virgen de los Dolores was found by a woman. From the Virgin’s face drops of 
water dripped down, so she was taken to the main Church. �e woman wanted to have the Virgin in 
her house, so she stole the image from the main Church but when she was discovered, she dropped her 
into the fountain. It is told that the waters were opened so the Virgin would not get wet. �is was seen 
as a miracle.
