
Cantona

Cantona is located in the northern part of “La cuenca de Oriental” between Tepeyahualco and
Cuyoaco, in Puebla. Coming from D.F. by the highway México-Orizaba you have to arrive to
Amozoc pay toll, there you have to take the free way Puebla- Oriental and �nally from Oriental take
the deviation to Tepeyahualco. �e road to Tepeyahualco will take you to Cantona.

Cantona has 12 sq. kilometers; the zone has been divided in 3 sub-zones for study purposes.
�e south part is the best preserved in this zone; here you will �nd the acropolis, (area where the
buildings for political, economical and religious power were found). �is gives us an idea of
the considerable quantity of people living here in the past.

As far as we know, Cantona should have existed between the ages 600 and 1000 A.C. Cantona saw her 
splendor while the mayor cities of the classical period failed. It has been thought that Cantona had 
something to do with the failure of Teotihuacán, as Cantona blocked the roads and therefore no 
commerce took place between the cities on the cost and the center.
�e site has lots of patios of approximately 50 by 40 meters or even bigger; in some of those patios 
workshops of di�erent stones were found, like obsidian and “cantera” stones. 

In the past, poor people lived in the lower areas, in the middle areas lived those with middle economical 
status; the highest areas were le� for temples, ball-game courts and high directives houses. �ere are 
620 patios and 997 living areas, pyramids and prayer buildings.
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
