Places to visit:

Santo Niño Church: it has a neoclasic facade that was modi�ed during the XIX century. One of the 
chapels on the side is dedicated to “Santo Niño Jesús Doctor de los Enfermos”, this Saint is venerated 
for his miracles.

San Francisco ex convent: built in the XVI century, it can be recognized by its huge size. It has 
battlements and buttress that give the idea of a fortress

"El Rollo": built during the viceregal period (1559), it is an octagonal moorish style tower which used to 
have two main functions: surveillance tower and spire.

Cortés House: located on one side of the "zócalo" is Cortés house. He lived there during the XVI cen-
tury. It is a one �oor house and it has a facade made of tile and brick on Moorish style.

"Casa de los Virreyes": house of viceroy, place where distinguished characters lodge on their way from 
Veracruz to the capital of Nueva España. �e house is communicated with the priest house.

"Capilla de la tercera orden": chapel of the ex-convent of San Francisco. Made in salomonic baroque 
style. On one side of the entrance the ornamentation is made in plaster showing huge angels made by 
the natives. One of those angels is San Miguel.
