
Tepexi de Rodriguez
Tetl: Stone
Pexis: break (broken stone)

Places to visit:

“Zócalo”: the main square next to the Church.

“Tepexi el Viejo” (the old Tepexi): you will �nd here the museum “Pie de vaca”. �is is the area where 
the orange ceramics of Teotihuacán are made since 200 B.C. You can also �nd 35 million year old 
footprints from di�erent mammals; these footprints look like cow footprints hence the name “Pie de 
vaca” which means: cow´s feet. Specialist think that a great amount of footprints might belong to 
camels, as this used to be the bank of a lake that must have had 35 km in diameter approximately. �e 
footprints are seen in stones and they could have between 5 and 35 million years old.

Axamilpa River: very old plants, �owers, fruits, grains and seeds have been found at the edge of this 
river, You will be able to see old “Ahuehuetes” trees, lemon trees and an old bridge. You can also �nd 
cave paintings called “manos de brujo”.

Moctezuma house: the original house of Emperor Moctezuma.

“Santo Domingo de Guzmán” Church and the “Palacio Municipal” which are buildings from the XVI 
century.

“Sr. de Huajoyutla” Church: the Christ venerated in the region. �e �rst Friday of Lent is the 
Huajoyutla celebration. Cultural and a sportive programs take place these days.

Water source from San Pedro and San Sebastián.

“Cantera De Tlayúa”: you will be able to �nd a lot of fossils from earth and water in perfect conditions; 
100 million years old fossils are found in the Mammoth valley including fossils of vertebrate animals 
like: mexican horses, mammoths and an armadillo with a 2 meter long shell.

�eres is a market with religious and handmade workshops. Handmade tipical workshops are: “tejido 
de palma”, “rama”, “Pochote”, “ónix” and “barro”.

It has a great gastronomy: “Guaxmole”, “Barbacoa de Hoyo”, “Cecina”(meat) ,“Chapulines” (fried and 
grilled grasshoppers), “Tlacoyos”, and loads of desserts and delicious typical candies.
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
